2. Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meetings held on 3rd April and 15th May 2007 were signed as a correct record.

3. Declarations of interest

(i) The Town Clerk declared a personal interest in the Festival Grants application, as she was the Treasurer for them on behalf of the Town Council. She remained in the room whilst the grant application was discussed. 

4. Matters arising
(i) Minute number 78 Arts & Festival Grants – Con Brio Choir - The Town Clerk reported that it would not be possible for 30 members of the choir to attend the Town Gathering for a performance. She said the Annual Town Meeting may be a more appropriate meeting.

5. Members of the Public to Address the Committee - none

(i) Cass Wagner from the Festival Committee addressed the Committee regarding the Arts Festival Grant application. She also tabled a draft programme of events.

6. Mr Mark Geoghegan of Bradford on Avon Air Cadets (1995 Bradford on Avon) Sqn 

Unfortunately, Mr Geoghegan did not arrive.

7. Budget 2007/08

Cllr Landell Mills reported that the Community Play will not go ahead this year. Mrs Knight requested the second half of the grant for the Bradford on Avon Sports Association be paid by the end of August 2007.
RESOLVED: The budget was noted for the year 2007/08. To pay the second half of the grant to Bradford on Avon Sports Association.

8. Vice-Chairman

Cllr Craddock was nominated by Cllr Landell Mills and seconded by Cllr Fisher and as there were no further nominations and all members were in favour, Cllr Craddock be appointed Vice-Chairman.

9. Bradford on Avon Sports Association (standing item)

(i) Report by Treasurer – Mrs C Knight

Mrs Knight tabled the Income and Expenditure Account for the Year Ending 31st March 2007 and this is attached to these minutes. This was discussed and questions answered by Mrs Knight.

(ii) Any other matters of concern and current state of the pavilion.

Town Clerk reported that there had been a recent incident at the pavilion and the door broken on the side of the pavilion to gain entry and the fire extinguishers emptied white powder all over the floor. Roof tiles had also been broken by people sitting on the roof. Clear footprint evidence had been collected by the Police but Mrs Knight reported that the police will be taking no further action. The Town Clerk reported that just over £1,000 worth of damage had been caused and an insurance claim would be made.

(iii) Weekly Field Checks – The Clerk reported that these have been carried out by Mrs Ford and there were no problems at the moment.

(iv) The Sports Association minutes from 25th April 2007 and accounts to 31st March 2007.

(v) WWDC’s site inspections of Victory Field play area for April and May 2007 no faults found. The Clerk explained that the officer who made sure these checks were carried out had retired. His position had been replaced on a temporary basis only so no monthly play area inspection reports at the moment.

RESOLVED: To seek an alternative.

(vi) Elephant springy inspected and repaired and due to be redelivered to Victory Field by Playforce Limited. There will be no charge for this service.

RESOLVED: Noted and that a letter of thanks be sent to Playforce Limited for this service once the springy had been returned.

(vii) It was noted that on the Multiplay unit a steel rope had been replaced on the Burma Bridge costing £440.00 + VAT from G.B. Sports & Leisure. The Town Clerk had used her emergency delegated powers (ratified at 29th May 2007 Full Council) as this was an item in the RoSPA report and noted on the WWDCs March monthly inspections of the play area.

(viii) Proposed fence at the basketball court. The Clerk reported that the planning application had been determined by WWDC last week. A work order had been issued for the higher fence.

(ix) Conifer trees at entrance to Victory Field off Pound Lane. Two quotes received. Planning permission required in the Conservation Area.

RESOLVED: To accept Mr Harris’s quote and to ask him to submit a planning application for trees in the conservation area before proceeding with the work.

(x) The Sports Association had paid to have the laurels cut back by the basketball court.

12.  Arts & Festival Grants 2007/08
Arts/Festival Grant applications under Section 145 of the Local Government Act 1972 which empowers a local council to provide entertainment and support the arts including festivals and celebrations.

RESOLVED: 

1. Cllr Bolwell proposed and Cllr Craddock seconded and all members in favour to award £1500 to the Arts Festival. 

2. Cllr Landell Mills proposed and Cllr Bolwell seconded and all members in favour to award £400 to Noeline Beesley and Kathy Kelly’s Art and Crafts Workshops.  

3. Cllr Craddock proposed and the Chairman seconded and all members in favour to award £250 to the Cloth Road Artists. That a further £250 be given if Full Council ratifies to vire funds from another Leisure Youth and Arts budget heading.

4. Cllr Fisher proposed and Cllr Craddock seconded and all members in favour to award £50 to Bradford on Avon Film Society to sponsor the film ‘The History Boys’ on 28th September 2007.

5. Also to ask Full Council for ratification to vire funds from other budget heads to the Arts and Festival Grants 2007/08. The Chairman and Town Clerk to agree a suitable amount for recommendation.

      Culver Close Tennis Courts

      The Clerk reported that Mr John Follows, Property & Estate Services Manager had not

      advised further whether his members had made a decision and approved the terms of the

      RESOLVED: No further action.

14.  Minna Gillham Sports Award (standing item)

The Clerk tabled two sports nomination award forms, which will be sent out with s.a.e.s and by email to local sports organisations. The award will be presented at the Town Gathering on 12th October 2007. The Chairman requested that forms be sent to the Rowing Club and the Canoe Club. Cllr Martindale agreed to mention this award on her visits to schools about another issue.

15. Young People, Youth Club/Service and Youth Council

(i) Minutes from 18th April and 9th May 2007. Last meeting took place on 4th July 2007 no minutes available yet.

(ii) Item referred from Planning and Town Development Committee meeting on 1st May 2007 to discuss the low level of use of the Youth Centre. Cllr Landell Mills reported that the Town Council used to award a grant to the Youth Centre for progressing a Junior Youth Centre at an earlier time slot. 

RESOLVED: The Chairman agreed to talk to Dawn Frogatt the Youth Worker regarding this matter.

(iii) To consider how the Youth Council’s Projects will be managed

(a)The Town Clerk reported that the cinema project was not progressing as well as it could and that the Film Society had given lots of advice and assistance. She said the Youth Council will have to order their own films. Dawn Frogatt was helping them with this. Phil Morgan could also help them.

(b) The Chairman reported that the bike ramps project had a land issue to sort out at Poulton before works could start. He was just waiting to hear back from Phil Morgan the outcome. The Chairman also reported that he was investigating additional funds from another source but could not progress until the land issue was resolved.

(iv) New members for the Youth Council

The Chairman reported that new members were needed and he would discuss this with Dawn. Noted. 

16. Vaults Working Group (standing item)

(i) Future of this Working Group and its membership.

(ii) Mr Martin Davidson made a presentation to the Town Clerk and Cllr Allison on Tuesday 19th June 2007. He asks when a presentation should be made to the Town Council? The Town Clerk reported that this shared scheme between Tourist Information Centre (TIC), Preservation Trust and Museum was still in an early stage. She said that Mr Davidson would have to give further thought to open up the museum to allow the light into the building. Also provision for a café and toilets would need to be incorporated into the scheme.

RESOLVED: To refer this matter to Full Council if planning permission was granted before the next Leisure Youth and Arts Committee meeting arranged for 9th October 2007.

17. Bradford Blooms 2007 and hanging baskets (standing item)
(i) Judges appointed Mr Chris Kirk (Landscape Officer at WWDC) for commercial and Jan Jones (Flower Club) for residential to be escorted by Cllr David Bolwell on 12th and 13th July 2007.

(ii) Presentation to take place on Sunday 2nd September at 3p.m. in the Town Council offices.

(iii) The Town Clerk reported that entries were down on last year probably due to all the wet weather.

(i) The Clerk reported that all the final arrangements were in place.

(ii) She also reported that there were some gaps on the Councillor rota, which was tabled and filled in by members.

Another letter received 11th June 2007 advising that the individual towns or community groups should apply, as the District Council is not allowed. Deadline 31st December 2007.

The Town Clerk tabled an item of equipment called Nexus Freeride from SMP and said this was an ideal piece of equipment for older children.

RESOLVED: Cllr Bolwell to carry out a site visit at Bearfield and Sladesbrook to see if there was room for this equipment. Clerk to carry out a site visit at Barton Farm to see if there was any room for this equipment there. Clerk to investigate the possibility of applying for the grant, as no budgeted funds were available.

(vi) Email dated 11th June from Donal Casey, Vice Captain Boa Rowing Club seeking seed funding and update of the group’s activities. (this email has been forwarded to Cllrs and a Finance and General Purposes Committee Section 137 form sent to be returned by 15.10.07)
