21.Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting held on 16th May 2006 were signed as a correct record.

22. Declarations of interest

Cllr Feilding declared a personal interest in the grant application for the Wiltshire Music Centre.

23. Matters arising – none

24. Members of the Public to Address the Committee - none

25. Bradford on Avon Sports Association

 (a)  Report by Treasurer

Mrs. Knight sent an email with an opening balance at 31st March 2006 of £501.04, income £4,651.04 and outgoings £2,052.23 balance as at 10th July of £2,598.81.

 (b) Matters of concern 

The Clerk reported that the lock had been stolen from the new bollard and due to interference the bollard was now loose in the concrete setting. Mr. Hunt would take the appropriate action.

(c) Weekly field checks – Increased vandalism but no problems other than the bollard and a broken shed panel.

 (d) May and June 2006 WWDC’s play area safety checks of Victory Field play area – no faults found.

(e) Break-down of audited accounts for grounds maintenance April to October 2004/5 and 2005.06. Gang mowing £2115.00 Top Soil £916.03, Grounds Maintenance £4,731.02 Total £7,762.05.

 (f) Letter dated 12th July from Daniel Pettitt of Heaven Scent Incense Ltd., concerning his building.

RESOLVED: That the a reply be sent to Mr. Pettitt advising him that whilst we sympathise it is a public field and it was his responsibility to maintain his own building but that the Town Council would look into the costs of raising the fence on his boundary possibly on a joint basis. It was also noted that planning permission would be required.

26. Budget 2007-08

(i) £2,500 requested in 2007/08 from Bradford and Winsley Community and Sports Association (paper attached to these minutes)

RESOLVED: To include this amount on the budget for 2007-08.
(ii) 150th Anniversary of the opening of the Railway Station – Letter dated 27th June 2006 from Mr. David Walden, Station Master requesting £1,000 each way for a small steam locomotive from the severn Valley Railway to be brought to the site on a low loader lorry, and remain there for the weekend of the celebrations to beheld on 21st and 22nd July 2007.

RESOVED: To send a reply advising that we are a small council and £2,000.00 would be far too much to give as a grant a much smaller contribution would be in order. Whilst it is in favour of celebrations the Town Council wondered what other events would be planned for the weekend and whether any other funders are interested, such as the franchise holder.
(iii) To consider other items

Letter dated 13th July 2006 from Mr. John Fellows, Property and Estates Services Manager at West Wiltshire District Council concerning the future of the Culver Close tennis courts.

RESOLVED: To recommend to Full Council that the Culver Close Tennis Courts will be passed to Bradford on Avon Town Council with affect from April 2007 and to discuss further the rest of the site. £2,000.00 to be added to the budget each year for future maintenance. Town Clerk to query terms of change over which should preferably be full transfer or a very long lease.

The Chairman agreed to find out the cost for lighting the skateboard park from the Rugby Club.

To include on next year’s budget £1,000 for the community play.

To increase festival/arts grants to £7,000

27. Community Planning
(I) Minutes from 5th July 2006 forwarded by email. Request from Penny England regarding lighting at the skateboard facility.

RESOLVED: Noted and that the request for lighting the skateboard park to be placed on our wish list.

28. Bradford on Avon Arts Festival
(i) Minutes from 18th and 25th May, 8th June and 22nd June. 

(ii) Community Open Day – Email from Mr. Phil Morgan requesting that the Town Council had a stall on Sunday 24th September 2006 at the Bradford on Avon Community Open Day from 10am to 4p.m.

RESOLVED: To refer this item to Full Council for more councillor support. Cllr. Bolwell was prepared to help with a stall but on a rota basis.

29. Arts & Festival Grants 

To consider any Arts/Festival Grant applications under Section 145 of the Local Government Act 1972 which empowers a local Council to provide entertainment and support the arts including festivals and celebrations. To consider Recreation Grant under Section 19 Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976. To provide a wide range of recreational facilities.

(a) RESOLVED: To award:

1. Kennet & Avon Canal Trust £100.00

2. Wiltshire Music Centre £500.00

3. Singing in the Round Community Choir £200.00

4. The Art House Galllery Co-operative - No award made at this stage, until further information is obtained whether the current businesses wish to repeat their advertisement or new businesses can be found to help meet the costs of the reprinting the leaflet.

(b) The Clerk reported that Ms F. Haser had been unsuccessful in securing a grant from Artline so the award from the Town Council of £300 is not payable.

RESOLVED: To advise Mrs Haser that she could reapply to the Town Council if her second application is successful.

30.  Current projects
Culver Close Tennis Courts 

(i) A reply has been received from Mrs. Patricia Irving from the Bradford on Avon Ladies Tennis Club. Her club had two concerns, one that the proposed fence was not vandalproof and the other that banners should not be hung on the perimeter fence.

RESOLVED: To send a reply that the specification for the new fence had been carefully considered by West Wiltshire District Council and banners will continue to be hung on the perimeter fence, as it keeps people up to date with current events.

(ii) Two replies had been received from Ms Karen Perrett from the Bradford on Avon Tennis Club one was very positive about the refurbishment of the courts. The other advised that some improvements will be made to their pavilion to spruce up the area. She also advised that she had no problem with the single court being lined out for netball. 

RESOLVED: Noted. 

(iii) The Chairman advised that an informal meeting took place on the 11th July with Mrs Isobel Martindale who requested that the single tennis court also be lined out for netball.

RESOLVED: Clerk to write to Mr. R. Rogers to confirm a telephone conversation to include this on the specification.

Barton Farm Play Area (joint project with WWDC)

The Clerk tabled plans from Recreation Supply Servies Ltd. (RSS) to install green metal play equipment from the playmakers range including Everglades and Pillars of Hercules/Amazon basin.

RESOLVED: To advise Mr. Dave Brookes that the Committee thought the new equipment was appropriate.and to ask whether there is adequate seating provided for the parents and carers. Cllr Bolwell asked for a copy of the email from Mr. Brookes to advise that WWDC has the budget for this. It was further RESOLVED to pay £7,000.00 towards this project.

The Chairman explained the preferred options in some detail. Cllr Feilding to look at the question on planning and prepare an answer to be included with the reply.
RESOLVED: To send the proposed reply to WWDC.

The Clerk advised that one nomination had been received so far from the Bradford   Town Football Club to nominate David Cheshire.

RESOLVED: That David Cheshire would be a worthy winner and to delegate powers to the Clerk and Chairman should any further nominations arrive late from the local schools.

(ii) Youth Council Meeting took place 21st June 2006 and the Chairman said that it was well attended. The minutes and constitution have been forwarded to councillors by email.

4. The situation is unchanged – we are awaiting a submission of the planning application for Kingston Mills before considering the matter further.
