30. Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting held on 10th August 2004 were signed as a correct record.

31. Matters arising – none.

32. Declarations of interest - none
32. Members of the public to address the Committee

Youth Centre

Mr. Harry Wishart, Chairman, Adult Support Group at Youth Centre gave an up-date on the current situation that a temporary (six months) new worker had started work last week. She would be working 15 hours a week on Tuesday and Thursday nights, initially alongside Jayne Feltham. Two promising new appointments had also been made and the police checks were being carried out.  The next meeting of the Adult Support Group will take place on Wednesday 1st December 2004 at 5.30p.m. at the Youth Centre. 

Cllr. Bolwell said that he would attend with the Chairman. Mr. Wishart advised that the Town Council’s trip to Pewsey Youth Centre on December 3rd would result in the members not seeing the Youth Centre actually working. The Town Clerk agreed to look into this matter and advise.

33. Mr. Derrick Hunt – Bradford on Avon Rugby Club

Mr. Derrick Hunt addressed the Committee. A copy of his briefing report is attached to these minutes.

RESOLVED: The Chairman thanked Mr. Hunt for explaining the next stage for the Rugby Club and said that the Town Council budget process was in hand.

34. Bradford on Avon Sports Association

(i) Management Agreement 

The Clerk reported that a signed copy of the Management Agreement was expected tomorrow morning from Mr. Ken Evill.

(ii) Report by the Treasurer

Mrs. Knight explained that the balance was £912.00 and that she had a few outstanding bills to pay and requested the second half of the grant. The unexpected invoice from Mr. Binding for cleaning the pavilion should be considered by the Sports Association.

RESOLVED: That the second half of the grant be paid with a deduction of £10 per week for Field Checks from the date Mrs. Cox started. Mrs. Knight also requested an increased grant next year to cover the additional costs of employers liability and agreed to advise the Town Clerk by 23rd November details of the grant required for next year, with a breakdown if income and expenditure budgeted. 

(iii) Other matters of concern

The Town Clerk reported that the goal posts had been used to damage cars driving along Frome Road last Thursday and that this was just the sort of accident which could result in death or injury which had been feared. She had arranged for a scrap metal dealer to collect the goal posts.

(iv) Weekly field checks

The Clerk read out the last field check carried out on 2nd November 2004. Mrs. Knight reported that the fridge would be disposed of by the Groundsman and Mr. Evill that evening. The Chairman agreed to investigate the open loft hatch. 

RESOLVED: It was noted that Mr. Andy Mitchell had repaired the leaking toilet on 2nd November.

(v) Quote from Mr. A.F. Mitchell to paint the outside of the pavilion including fascias and soffits, windows,doors and frames

The Clerk reported that a quote dated 9th September 2004 for £660.00 had been received for this work.

RESOLVED: As this work will probably not be scheduled until the Spring 2005 that another quote be sought.

35. Community Planning Cultural Group
The Chairman explained that he had attended the first meeting but had been locked out of the second meeting in the library. The Chairman advised that he would be attending the Imagination Day. 

RESOLVED: Town Clerk to email the Chairman the latest Draft of the Outline Theme plan. Clerk to check if Rugby Club mentioned. Chairman to mention at the Imagination Day the need for the Culver Close Tennis Courts to be refurbished.

36. Arts and Festival Grants 2004/5 (Standing item)

Applications received under Section 145 of the Local Government Act 1972, which empowers a local council to provide entertainment and support the arts including festivals and celebrations.

(i) Application from Mr. Michael Weltike of One World Concert. Grant requested to subsidise costs of St. Margaret’s Hall hire charges.

RESOLVED: That a grant of £50 be awarded. 

37. Current Projects

(i) Greenland View Play Area

This project to go ahead now funding has been awarded from Living Spaces. Letter sent by Town Council confirming that £8,710 to commit and asking when the funds will be required. Also a letter dated 13th October 2004 from Mrs. Jacky Nicholas referred to this project. 

RESOLVED:  Noted. 

(ii) Boule piste in Victory Field – Clerk reported that she had received a quote from Playforce dated 25th October 2004 in the amount of £3,733.60 for a 17.6m x 6.6m piste, with treated timber edging boards and surfaced with Breedon gravel. Cost £3,733.60. A quote to be obtained from Cabot Landscaping and Springfield Field Surfacing. Mr. Smith who originally asked for this facility advised that one piste would not be large enough to have a tournament.

RESOLVED:  The Chairman and Cllr. Bolwell to have another look at the proposed location and report back.

38. Budget ideas 2005/6 

(i) Culver Close Tennis Courts/Youth Shelter

The clerk reported that she had not had any news from Mr. Trevor Savage from West Wiltshire District Council regarding the service development bid for enhancing Culver Close tennis courts.

RESOLVED: Noted.

(ii) Basketball pitch Victory Field – kickboard around the perimeter

(a) Quote dated 15th September 2004 from Courtstall Services Limited for a 1.2 metre rebound fence supported by stronger posts and weldmesh fencing. To remove the existing fence and install this type of fence their budget costs would be from £10,500 plus VAT.

(b) Quote dated 21st September 2004 from Cabot Industrial Landscapes. The kickboard quoted for was not high enough and did not include repairing the existing bent posts.

(c) Quote dated 25th October 2004 from Playforce Limited to supply and install into tarmac/concrete “Jacksons” 1 metre high, natural wood fencing around the perimeter of the ball court £6,000.00

RESOLVED: The Chairman and Cllr. Bolwell to look at this area and report to the next meeting.

39. Recreational needs assessment

The Clerk reported that to date no contact had been made from Kit Campbell Associates. The Chairman had filled out a questionnaire on recreational needs in Bradford on Avon and returned it to the District Council. Letter dated 2nd September 2004 from Mr. Trevor Savage WWDC also refers.

40. Victory Field RoSPA Inspection of Play Equipment

Victory Field Play Equipment and Bearfield Goal Posts – The inspection of play equipment and goal posts took place in September 2004. It was reported that there were no high risk problems with the play area. However, it was recommended in the report that the goal posts be painted as they were in poor condition. The paint to be used to have a low lead content in dry film less that 0.25%. A quote has been received from Mr. Ted Hunt dated 21st September 2004 for £270.00 + VAT.

RESOLVED: That the quote from Mr. Hunt be accepted.

41. Eradication of moles at Bearfield Field

The Chairman reported that Cllr. Bowen had advised him of three websites to look at but he had not had time yet to do so.

42. Correspondence

(i) Various inspections reports from WWDC dated 21.6.04 advising that no faults had been found at the Victory Field play area. Reports dated August, September 2004.

RESOLVED: Noted.
