29. Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting held on 1st November 2005 were signed as a correct record after the word “no” was added to minute number 21: “The Town Clerk explained that Mrs Cox completed the weekly field checks and there were no problems at the moment.”

30. Matters arising

(i) Minute number 16 (i) Proposed trim trail around Victory Field – The Chairman advised that he had asked Sports Association again on 12th January 2006 for comment and was told that there was not enough room with the football and cricket boundaries. There were health and safety issues for the young sports people. Members of the Sports Association also thought that the beauty of this area was because it was an open space and not cluttered in any way.

31. Declarations of interest

(i) Cllr Landell Mills declared a prejudicial interest in agenda item 11 Arts and Festival Grants for Wiltshire Music Centre Trust Limited, as she was a trustee. Cllr Landell Mills left the room whilst the grant application was discussed.

(ii) Cllr. Feilding declared a person interest in the same item due to the fact that his wife was also a trustee. He remained in the meeting.

33. Currents projects

(i) Kickboard at Victory Field – Clerk reported that this small fence has been erected. Further concrete work will take place shortly to repair the split concrete underneath the fence boundary. Clerk had requested the grant £1,295.00 for half of the project from WWDC and subject to inspection this will be paid.

Report (attached) from 7th December 2005 meeting with Jacky Nicholas and Dave Brooks. Members were disappointed that Dave Brooks and Bradford on Avon Rugby Club was not consulted on the Recreational Needs Assessment.

RESOLVED: Noted the Town Council contribution of £8,000 towards Barton Farm play area joint project replacing rotten play equipment. That a letter be sent to Mr Trevor Savage, Leisure Manager at WWDC complaining about the lack of consultation with Mr. Brooks and Bradford on Avon Rugby Club in view of the cost of the report from Kit Campbell.

34. Bradford on Avon Sports Association

(i) Report by Treasurer Mrs. Cathy Knight

Due to the fact that Mrs. Knight was not present members asked for the minutes of the last Bradford on Avon Sports Association meeting that took place on 12th January 2006.

35. Youth Club/Service and Youth Council

(i) The Chairman reported that he had attended the Adult Support Group on 23rd November 2005. The next meeting had been arranged for 8th February 2006 when some exclusions will be discussed.

(ii) Youth Forum 

Cllr Leach explained his report on a new Youth Forum and advised that he had attended many meetings over some months now. He said it was a struggle to get young people involved but he thought that one member from the Youth Club should attend and one from the Black Cat. He also said that he had the three schools on board. He thought the youngest age should be year 6 of primary school, age 10 to under 18. The Chairman said it was important to find out what issues affected them, e.g. from road safety to street safety.  Cllr Landell Mills advised that Youth Action Wiltshire would be able to help.

Mr. Winrow explained that the Rotary had been exploring the possibility of a Youth Forum and had written to various groups to obtain whether or not they would be interested. He said he had received half of the replies. He suggested that each organisation should send one adult and two youths, in order to represent the young people’s views and empower them. Mr. Wragg said he was happy to work in partnership with the Town Council.

RESOLVED: 

1. Clerk to arrange a meeting with the Town Clerk, Cllr Leach and Raymond Winrow in early February to discuss the list of interested groups and send letters notifying them of the proposals. The letter to include details of the Minna Gillham award requesting nominations.

2. To arrange a public meeting at the end of March with the suggested agenda from the Rotary.

36. Town Council Structure

Members considered the adopted new structure from May 2006 and noted the committees and working groups now feeding into this committee. The Town Clerk explained that West Wilts Show will report to this committee from May 2006. She further reported that she had attended a meeting at the Wessex Chamber of Commerce and been advised that the District Council will not play such a large role in organising the next show and it will fall on the Five Towns to be more involved. She said that a Working Group will have to be set up to deal with this new arrangement and the budget implications for the year 2007/08.
