2. Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting held on 19th April and 3rd May 2005 were signed as a correct record.

3. Matters arising
(i) Minute number 61 (i) Wall by footpath to canal -Clerk reported that she had arranged with British Waterways to have the hedge cut back at the end of the nesting season. Letter dated 6th May 2005 received from Ms Eliza Botham refers.

RESOLVED: Noted.

(ii) Minute number 61 (iv) WWDC workman requested new bin by near the new bench (in memory of Bob Allen) – The Sports Association agreed to monitor the situation.

RESOLVED: To note that an extra bin was not necessary at the moment.

(iii) Minute number 63 Youth Centre – Chairman advised Cllr Bowen whether the Youth Worker Ms Dawn Frogatt will continue to be employed in Bradford on Avon. 

RESOLVED: To note that Ms D. Froggatt will continue to be employed in Bradford on Avon.

4. Declarations of interest

Cllr Leach declared a personal interest in the Arts Festival being a member of that Committee.

5. Members of the Public to Address the Committee - none

6. Fiona Haser of Ale & Porter Arts to address the Committee

Fiona Haser gave an interesting talk on the activities of the gallery since it opened last September. She tabled information on the various workshops and artist talks which have taken place and are currently doing so. She explained that she had considered forming a charity but had not done so yet because it was incredibly difficult and decided to focus on building up the reputation of Ale and Porter. Cllr Landell Mills advised her to explore other status for the gallery. Cllr Feilding advised that the Charity Commission may be able to help with ‘not for profit’ organisations. Fiona left a copy of her report ‘Time of Light’ contemporary pinhole photography in the office for members to read. The Chairman thanked Fiona for coming to update the Council.

7. Budget 2006/7

A discussion ensued on the idea of a trim track on the edge of Victory Field which Cllr Leach proposed.  Cllr Leach also proposed that a skateboard ramp could be erected by the steps to the play area. 

The Clerk advised that a Youth Council could only be funded under Section 137 grants, as there was no other power available.

RESOLVED: To keep most of the budget headings the same at this stage. The Chairman to ask the Sports Association their response to a trim track and skateboard ramp at Victory Field at the next meeting on the 1st September 2005.
8. Bradford on Avon Sports Association
(i) Report by Treasurer

The Clerk read a report from Mrs. Knight who advised that their current balance was £650.00 and requested the second half of the grant to pay a gang mowing invoice and grounds maintenance.

Mrs. Knight also reported that the gate to field at bottom of Pound Lane needs repairing. Councillors had also noticed the gate on a recent Tour of Property. 

RESOLVED:  That the second half be paid. Clerk to arrange for the gate to be repaired.

9. Youth Council

Cllr Leach reported that this project will cost £5,000 and he has attended various meetings about a youth council both with Wiltshire County Council and local Schools. He hopes to have his proposal ready for the Town Council conference on 8th October 2005.

RESOLVED: Report noted.

10. Arts & Festival Grants 2005/6

Applications received under Section 145 of the Local Government Act 1972, which empowers a local council to provide entertainment and support the arts including festivals and celebrations.

RESOLVED: To award:-

1. £400 to Bradford on Avon Arts Festival.

2. To ask Bradford on Avon Recorded Music Society for more information on their activities, 

e.g. do they provide any community work and where and how much money has been raised from raffles, garden parties and coffee mornings etc. 

11. Current Projects

(i) Cllr Minna Gillham award for Young Sports Person of the Year to be presented at the Town Gathering on 14th October 2005. A glass bowl to be presented for the award.

The Chairman explained that he felt the criteria for this should be a person under the age of 18 who deserves the award for excellence and or a contribution to the community in terms of sport.

Cllr Craddock requested that awards should be given by the Town Council in future years for other types of achievement.

RESOLVED: Clerk to contact as many local sports organisations as possible to ask for nominations. The winner to be chosen at Full Council in September 2005. 

(ii)        Joint project between WWDC and Town Council for a new swing at St. Aldhelms

The Clerk reported that Mr. Dave Brookes was currently waiting for three tenders to arrive by the end of August. The swing to be erected in the autumn.

(iii)
Greenland View Play Area
Letter dated May 2005 from Anna Hislam advising the project should be completed by mid July. Clerk reported that the current situation was that the project was 3 or 4 weeks behind schedule.

RESOLVED: Clerk to find out from Anna Hislam when the grand opening day will be held.

12. Outstanding projects for 2005/6

(i) Tennis Courts at Culver Close – Still awaiting the outcome from the WWDC’s Recreational Needs Survey to find out if they have any monies left to improve the tennis courts.

RESOLVED: That a letter be sent to Mr. Andrew Pate, Chief Executive of WWDC asking for an update of the situation, in view of the amount of time spent by councillors on the recreational needs survey. A copy to be sent to the Portfolio Holder.

(ii) Kickboard around the perimeter of the basketball pitch – Approval had been given from the Sports Association who had recommended a height of 18” but with a further option of another 9” if required.
