In the absence of the Chairman, Cllr Leach, Cllr Skidmore proposed Cllr Allen and Cllr Coggan seconded and with all members in favour, Cllr Sheila Allen took the Chair.

2. Minutes

The minutes of the last meetings which took place on 8th April and 13th May 2008 were signed as a true record.

3. Declarations of interest

Cllr Fisher declared a personal interest in the grant application at Wiltshire Music Centre.

4. Matters arising – none

5. Members of the Public to Address the Committee – none

6. Cally Smart explained the Big Green idea green bus founded by Bridgit Strawbridge

Cally tabled a hand out which is attached to these minutes. She reported that she was at the embryo stage at the moment working with the Climate Friendly Group. Members gave some help with local contacts so that Cally could arrange the fair to be held on 3rd and 4th October 2008. Cally said she would be applying for a grant towards this project, as it would cost £1,000.00 to get the bus and asked for the relevant grant application forms.

RESOLVED: Clerk to send Cally an email with local contacts information and grant form.
7. Bradford on Avon Lifesaving and Lifeguard Club

Mr Colin Almond gave an informative talk to say that the club had been around for 37 years. The club was one of two in the North Wiltshire area. They meet on Saturday afternoons at 5p.m. He explained that the trustees were Dr Alex Moulton and Cllr. Landell Mills. He reported that the grant this year was to be spent on professional development of their website. He said that once a link had been established he would email the Town Council with the information. 

Mr Almond tabled some photographs to show the clubs activities. The Chairman thanked Mr Almond for addressing the committee.

8. Vice-Chairman

Cllr Skidmore proposed Cllr Allen as Vice-Chairman and Cllr Coggan seconded and with all members in favour it was

RESOLVED: That Cllr Allen be elected Vice-Chairman of the Leisure Youth and Arts Committee.

9. Victory Field and Bradford on Avon Sports Association (Boasa) (standing item)

(i) Report by Treasurer - In the absence of Mrs Cathy Knight the Clerk reported that the current balance was £1,263.00 with £910.00 in cricket fees due to come for April and May 2008. The income and expenditure account for the year-end 31st March 2008 was noted. 

(ii) Weekly field checks – Some small vandalism problems, which the Administration Assistant had arranged repairs for.

(iii) Elephant springer - The Clerk reported that the elephant springer had been vandalised and that she had arranged an emergency repair. 

(iv) The Clerk reported that the Conservation Officer had advised in writing that planning permission was not required to improve the path to the play area but was allowed under permitted development. Character Landscapes have been instructed to proceed subject to producing a rough sketch of the proposed works, which explained the written quotation to consult with Boasa.

RESOLVED: The clerk to chase up the rough sketch in order to proceed.

10. Community Planning – Cultural and Arts Co-Ordinator

The evaluation report from Mrs Julia Warin – Arts Co-ordinator was considered. Members agreed that this was a very good report and it showed that Julia had been able to network with the wider area. Members thought the Arts-Coordinator work very good value for money.

11. Bradford on Avon Town Arts Festival – 12th to 21st September 2008

Nothing to report.

12. Arts and Festival Grants 2007/08 (standing item)

(i) Cllr Craddock proposed £850.00 and Cllr Coggan seconded and with all in favour except one abstention it was

RESOLVED: To award £850.00 to the Wiltshire Music Centre.

(ii) The grant application for St Laurence School was considered in depth, it was

RESOLVED: Not to award a grant because the application did not meet the Town Council criteria.

13. Bradford and Winsley Community and Sports Association (BAWCASA)

The request from BAWCASA was considered covering the following key projects:

Improvements which bring a further ten acres of playing fields into use.

Creation of an additional disabled access to pitch areas.

Environmental and landscape improvements to promote environmental sustainability.

Investment in a new drainage system in partnership with BoA RFC, (the freehold owners of the adjacent land) which also benefits the Bradford Town Youth Football Club.

RESOLVED: With all in favour to pay the £2,500.00 to BAWCASA.

14. Young People, Young Club/Service and Youth Council

Due to the absence of Cllr Leach the Youth Council projects could not be discussed.

RESOLVED: To defer this item to the next meeting.

15. Vaults Working Group

This matter was considered at Full Council on Tuesday 24th June 2008. Members thought a definite business plan would be required not a proposed one. Cllr Fisher agreed to call another meeting in September 2008. 

16. Bradford Blooms 2008 (standing item) 

Twenty-seven entries received. Residential judging to take place on Thursday 10th July by Mrs Jan Jones escorted by Cllr Linda Coggan. Business judging to take place on Friday 11th July by Mr Chris Kirk Landscape Officer at WWDC escorted by Cllr Martindale. Prize giving on Sunday 7th September 2008 at 3.00p.m. in the Town Council offices.

17. West Wilts Show 23rd – 25th July 2009
(i) The Clerk explained that she had three quotes, one from Whitehorse Marquees, pavilion tent 15mx20m costing £3,750.00 + VAT. 20mx15m Aluminium framed Danco £3,838.81 + VAT. South West Marquees, Traditional Marquee, 15mx24.4m, carpet with plastic underlay, 3 pairs French doors, £1,850.00 + VAT. Recommended by Wessex Chamber of Commerce as their main contractor for the next show. It was unanimously

RESOLVED: To accept the quotation from South West Marquees Limited and pay the 20% deposit. 
(ii) Noted that the first Working Group meeting had been scheduled for Wednesday 20th August 2008 at 11am.

(iii) Launch breakfast at Cumberwell Park on Friday 25th July 2008 at 7.30a.m. First ticket free subsequent tickets available at £9.50 each.

RESOLVED: Clerk would chase up Mr Steve Richardson to find out when the equipment would be installed in Poulton and advise members.

RESOLVED: That the Clerk contacts the schools and local sports associations to collect some nominations. When nominations received this matter to be discussed at Full Council, as the next Leisure Youth and Arts Committee meeting was scheduled for 7th October 2008.

(i) Cllr Skidmore reported that the seat on the zip wire had not returned at Sladesbrook Park and asked the Clerk to chase this matter up with Mr Gamble at Wiltshire County Council. He said that empty alcohol cans and bottles had been left in the Sladesbrook park, which the police was currently monitoring.

(ii) Cllr Coggan reported that she had attended a Colonel Llewellen Palmer Trust meeting recently which was very positive.

(iii) Cllr Fisher attended a dress rehearsal for Special Schools at the Music Centre. He said this was very worthwhile and entertaining.
