458. Minutes of the last meeting

RESOLVED:  That the minutes of the last meeting held on 18th April 2006 be signed as a correct record.

459. Declarations of interest - none
460. Matters arising

(i) Minute number 449(i) Aluminium telephone mast between Druce’s House and Church House. Clerk to advise if any response from British Telecom’s Chief Executive and telephone call to B.T. Clerk reported no reply from Chief Executive. The Chairman reported that he had spoken to British Telecom Business sales and agreed that someone will inspect the area but there may be a charge involved for any work to remove the mast and put the wires underground.

RESOLVED: This to be an item on the next agenda.
(ii) Minute number 449(iii) 24 Sladesbrook alleged neglected building in disrepair- Clerk advised that there was no reply from the Enforcement Dept at WWDC who had considered the matter low priority. A comment was due by 14th April 2006 and the Clerk had recently reminded them by letter.

RESOLVED: This to be an item on the next agenda.

(iii) Minute number 449 (iv) To note if any reply from Mrs. Caistor Enforcement Department to say whether planning permission was required for repainting and new sign at Finishing Touch, River House, 36 Silver Street. Clerk had recently written regarding this matter.

(iv) Minute number 455 (2) West Wiltshire Housing PFI Scheme - A reply from Mr. Chris Trowell dated 26th April 2006 has been received. He advised that Conigre Hill was the only potential development site for the West Wiltshire Housing PFI Scheme but this was subject to a “call-in” by their Scrutiny Committee. He said other landowners in Bradford on Avon could consider bidding for the scheme. A letter dated 28th April 2006 has been received from Mr. Andrew Pate, Chief Executive asking if the Town Council had any suitable development land available for this initiative. Mr. Pate had invited the Chair of the Council and one other member of the Council to meet with him and PFI Project Team members shortly, to discuss land issues and the project in general.

RESOLVED: Noted.

(v) Minute number 455 (3) West Wiltshire Housing Society Garage Review 
A reply dated 26th April from Mr. Paul Walsh regarding the West Wiltshire Housing Society Garage Review. He sets out his reasons for considering Budbury Close and Southville Road as potential sites for affordable homes.

He advised that he did not wish to attend a meeting with local councillors at this stage.

He was prepared to meet the Town Clerk to discuss timescales, local issues and the overall garage strategy.

RESOLVED: To contact Mr. Walsh to discuss and obtain information about the other garage sites to be affected in Bradford on Avon.

MacGregor at WWDC to ask when the car parking will be moved to the either side of the road which the developer paid for. Also to encourage efforts from the enforcement team to change the white gazebos at the top to dove grey colour, so that it will not be so prominent from other areas of the town. To note Mrs. MacGregor’s email dated 27th April 2006 regarding colours of houses.

(viii) Minute number 456 (2) Correspondence to Note – Letter dated 3rd April 2006 from Mrs Caroline Power Conservation Officer at WWDC concerning the first meeting of the Policy Project Group of Bradford on Avon No.1 and No. 2 Conservation Area Review.
