Parish recommendation:- Refuse on 22/11/2005
The Town Council Planning Committee recommends refusal as this application is contrary to District Plan Policy H1, especially paragraphs 'A' siting layout and design in keeping with the character of the surrounding area, 'B' backland development and 'D' this will result in the loss of an open area". Regarding the latter the Town Council is particularly concerned about the potential loss

of a small open area in Budbury Tyning, apparently owned by the West Wiltshire Housing Association, used particularly by childen as a safe play area. There is no other open space within close proximity and it would be deeply regrettable that, whilst other open spaces are being encouraged, this space should be lost to the community. The Town Council considers that this would be also be a breach of the spirit of policy R2. 

A road driven through the middle of this area would render it unusable as a play area. 

The proposal would also endanger an important tree screen at Budbury Tyning.
