Parish recommendation:- Refuse on 03/05/2005
The Town Council recommends that the application be refused on the basis that the design, layout and landscaping of the houses is unsatisfactory.  The Town Council strongly feels that with this many houses the proposal constitutes overdevelopment of the site. It is not in keeping with the character of the surrounding area contrary to District Plan Policy H1. In addition, pedestrian safety in the locality will be compromised. The proposed development would have an adverse effect on the setting of the Crown Court/Woolley Street Conservation Area contrary to District Plan Policy and guidance in PPG15.  Also with regards to  materials, plain clay tiles are not a Bradford on Avon tradition and the stone needs to be specified as locally sourced. The designs need more detail. 

The Town Council considers the present application would be detrimental to the character of this area, which is small scale housing and gardens. PPG 3 recommends the retention of buffer strips and landscaped areas. 

None of theTown Council's main previous objections have been dealt with. This revision to

reduce height of stone wall on the edge of the conservation area is a retrograde step. The Town Council considers that the main difficulty of this application is insensitive overdevelopment of the site. Without the end house nearest Woolley Street there would be space enough for a proper landscaping scheme to mask the view from Woolley Street

and to design a less dangerous access to the remaining houses on this site. The opinion of the Wiltshire County Council Highways Department should be sought regarding tightening the bellmouth radius between Woolley Street and New Road, to ensure that pedestrians can see both into Woolley Street and to New Road.
