36. Minutes of the last meeting

RESOLVED: That the minutes of the last meeting held on 13th June 2006 be signed as a correct record. Due to a photocopying error the Clerk tabled a copy of the confidential minutes number 34.

38. Matters arising

(i) Minute number 20(i) The Clerk replied that there was no reply from Mrs. Caistor Enforcement Department to say whether planning permission was required for repainting and new sign at Finishing Touch, River House, 36 Silver Street. 

RESOLVED: That a letter be sent to the Chief Executive requesting a reply, as this item had been on the agenda for a long time.

(ii) Minute number 32. (2) Correspondence for Action – Street naming of the former Saxon Garage – The Chairman and Vice-Chairman carried out some historical research and came up with the name of Thomas Bush Close. This name has been forwarded to Mrs J. Tucker, Technical Assistant at West Wiltshire District Council. The developer Woodstock Homes have replied that they do not like this name and that they thought Woodstock Court, or St. Mary’s Close, St. Mary’s Court would be better names.

RESOLVED: To reply that New Road Court be proposed.

(iii) Minute number 32 (4) Dr. Murrison replied by email that after speaking to Greg Clark MP he was happy to sign the early day motion to remove gardens from brownfield sites.

RESOLVED: That the email be noted.

39. Members of the Public to Address the Committee
(i) Mrs Brenda Samuel, Co Chair of the Hillside Action Group (HAG) addressed the committee regarding the Budbury Tyning Garages being part of the WWDC’s affordable homes PFI project. She advised that at a recent WWDC cabinet meeting, it was decided that the project will start this month with the planning process and sites of high community value will be replaced with other sites.

40. Riverside Enhancement Working Group(standing item)

Octagonal Garden – The opening ceremony took place on Friday 30th June 2006. The Chairman thanked the Town Clerk and her staff for all their hard work organising this event on such a hot day and it was a very successful and enjoyable event.

Boats on the river – The Chairman reported that that District Council was insisting on £10,000,000 public liability and the Family Adventure Store was having difficulty in finding an insurer to offer this level of cover. The Town Clerk had managed to raise £10,000,000 through the Town Council’s insurers Zurich and had proposed this to WWDC for the Family Adventure Store to act as agents for the Town Council.

41. Economic Development Working Group (standing item)

The next meeting due to take place on 6th July had to be postponed as it clashed with another meeting. Mr. Ian Gallin from WWDC was prepared to accept the ‘Buzz’ report. The Chairman reported that the next meeting will take place now on 21st July. He warned members that a spend of £6,000 will be required to pay towards a Town Development Manager. 

42. Footbridge Working Group (standing item)

The Chairman asked members to advise him of names of people and groups to be invited to raise the money for this project.

43. Land on Tory

The Clerk reported that our solicitor was querying a footpath access before completing the final transfer.  Members pointed out that the right of way had lapsed because there was no exit.

Also to arrange for Mr. Hamilton-Baillie to be escorted by the Chairman walking around the  town prior to the talk to see how this idea could work in Bradford on Avon. Members suggested some likely invitees to be included, Paul Brown of Mouchel Parkman, Highways Traffic Engineers from Wiltshire County Council, District Councillors not on the Town Council, Taylor Woodrow, BOACAT and English Historic Towns Forum.

The Vice-Chairman explained that the first meeting had been postponed and a new date of 6th July now set. The Chairman agreed to accompany the Vice-Chairman to the meeting.
