127.  Minutes

137. Kingston Mills (standing item)
Cllr Martindale reported that the Section 106 agreement was nearly completed. West Wiltshire District Council was awaiting a document from the applicant and then a decision notice could be issued.

138. Footbridge Working Group

(i) It was noted that leaflets were distributed at the Arts Festival on 14th September 2008 by Cllrs Fisher, Landell Mills, Martindale and Skidmore. Also the ‘A’ board was used to display a poster size of the leaflet. Leaflets were also distributed at the Church Street Party on 20th September 2008 by Cllrs Fisher and Martindale.

(ii) It was noted that the Town Clerk attended a meeting on Wednesday 17th September 2008 with Jack Konynenberg. It was also noted that Mr Konynenberg had attended a meeting with Lovells and they realised that the specification of the bridge will probably have to be changed to land diagonally to Bridge Yard. The final draft of the agreement for delegated powers will be completed within the next month. This was noted.

(i) The Technical Advisor had resolved the payment of his services by changing the agreement to be with the Preservation Trust and not the Town Council. A copy of the revised constitution and contract was circulated.

(iii) Cllr Martindale reported there were parking issues at Bailey’s Barn. Cllr Martindale was advised that this land was owned by British Waterways.

(iv) Cllr Martindale reported that a crossing was needed by the Cycle shop in Frome Road.

(v) The Chairman reported that the window frames and timber cladding of the Old Chapel in Sladesbrook, which was a listed building, had recently been painted white. No planning permission for this work had been received. The Clerk to report this matter to the Enforcement Officer at WWDC.

(vi) Cllr Bolwell reported that he had seen parked cars on the grass verges in various parts of the town, including Priory Close and opposite the Castle.  People were also parking on the pavement in Regents Place. The Clerk agreed to report these matters to CLARENCE.
