127.  Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on the 22nd September 2009 were signed as a true record.

128. Declarations of interest 

(i) Cllr Hewson declared a personal interest in planning application number 09/W/FUL/2755 at 10 Belcombe Place as both the applicant and objector are known to him.

(ii) Cllr Hewson declared a prejudicial interest in item 16 Correspondence to Note item (iii) Golf course letters received. As a recommendation had already been made on this outline application, these letters were not discussed he did not leave the room. 

129. Matters arising 

(i) Email dated 6th October 2009 received from Elly Townsend, Community Area Manager at Wiltshire Area Boards concerning the golf course and removal of a covenant. The email was noted and it was agreed that a reply should be sent to Wiltshire Council regretting that the decision to remove the covenant had been kept secret and asking if there are any more covenants concerning recreational land in Bradford on Avon that have been removed or are being considered for removal, as it is in the public interest to know. The Town Council feel very aggrieved that it was not fully informed when considering the outline planning application on the 22nd September 2009. 

130. Members of the Public to address the committee
(i) Various objectors from different Groups voiced their opinions to the proposed footbridge.

BBC Group: Kate Nottage spoke about the leaflet distributed by their Group.  Norman Ley tabled a list of costs, which he left with the committee. Dr Trevor Tees gave the results from their survey: 4,650 issued, 902 returned 20% return. Two options: Option A for a cable-stay bridge and Option B for a truss bridge. Option A received 28 votes with comments and 66 without comments, giving a total of 94 = 10%. Option B. 329 with comments, 479 without comments, totalling 808 = 90%. He said that completed leaflets were available for inspection.  John Seekings reported that in his opinion local people wanted a cheaper bridge and there were several available costing from £1/4m to £1/5m. He would like to see an independent bridge expert appointed to adopt a cheaper bridge option. Christine Steele read out one of the replies for Option B stating that a new bridge needs to compliment the existing architecture of this beautiful town.

David Moss, Chairman of the Bradford on Avon Preservation Trust reported on the survey to their members. For Option A (the cable stayed bridge) 42, for Option B (the Pratt truss bridge 232 and 10 abstentions.  Response from 56% of the membership. Godfrey Marks representing the Preservation Trust and BoACAT Group (emeritus) reported that further to the Tewkesbury Pratt Truss type bridge not being able to obtain planning permission Wiltshire Council would consider looking at more than one application for the proposed footbridge. His opinion was the Pratt truss bridge was fit for purpose, low profile and cost 40% less. Derek Glover compared Bradford on Avon to Bath for architecture and that it was important to retain the architectural heritage and not despoil the town centre.  Andrew Nicholson reported that as a member of the Priority for People Group who continued with Taming the Traffic workshops that as a cyclist he felt that the proposed footbridge was undermining what they are trying to achieve for cyclists and pedestrians in the town.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    

(ii) Mr Kurt Paulus, Woolley Residents Group discussed one of the planning applications number 09/W/ADV/2527 at 47 Woolley Street.

136. Land on Tory 

Nothing to report.

137. Kingston Mills 

(i) Chairman reported that he had attended the Stakeholder meeting held on the 8th October 2009. He said that Linden Homes wished to change the use of some of the buildings and that revisions to the planning application will be arriving shortly. However, the overall shares of residential, office and retail space would remain broadly the same. Linden Homes had mooted the idea of a restaurant on the top floor of Lamb building. This idea had met with some opposition. Community use of the Vaults would be withdrawn in favour of retail use. 

(ii) Item referred from Full Council – Removal of the Vaults Building for Community Use – “It was proposed by Cllr Hewson that the Planning Committee be asked to write to the Planning Authority to attempt to obtain a financial contribution from the Wiltshire Council planning process with regard to the revised Kingston Mills application. This was seconded by Cllr Fisher and with all in favour RESOLVED.”

The Clerk and Chairman confirmed that this letter will be sent in due course.

138. Footbridge Working Group

Cllr Landell Mills reported on the following:

(i) It was noted that footbridge leaflets were given out by councillors at the Street Fayre on 26th September 2009. 

(ii) It was agreed to note and agree the actions taken at the meeting held on 21st September 2009. The public consultation notes were also noted.

(iii) Letters in favour of the footbridge had been received from:
David Simpson, Managing Director at Summit Chairs, Dr. Sheila Day, Carey Chapman, David Littleford, Jonathan Cross, Philip Smith and Dr Martin Evans.

(iv) Letter dated 30th September 2009 from Linden Homes and the reply from the Town Council dated 8th October 2009 concerning the piling for the footbridge.

(v) Email dated 12th October 2009 from Mr David Moss, Bradford on Avon Preservation Trust with the results from their members’ views on the proposed bridge. 

(vi) Cllr Landell Mills reported that Jack Konynenburg was prepared to talk at St Laurence School about the proposed footbridge. 

Cllr Landell Mills reported that a photomontage had been produced and that the final planning application would be submitted soon.  

Cllr Allison reported that when the final costs are known that the people of Bradford on Avon should say whether they are willing to pay for it and Cllr Skidmore agreed with her.

139. Historic Buildings Conservation Committee

Cllr Allison advised that there was no news at the moment. She advised that she would be receiving advice on the funds this committee held.
