50  Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on the 23rd June 2009 were signed as a true record.

(i) The next meeting to be re-arranged as the Town Clerk would be away on a course on the stated date. Cllr Martindale reported that a twinning meeting had been arranged for 19th August 2009 at 4pm.

57 Economic Development Working Group (standing item)

(i) To note and agree the actions taken at the meeting from the 2nd July 2009.

(ii) It was noted that the next meeting had been arranged for Thursday 3rd September 2009 at 9am.

58 Land on Tory

It was noted that Phil Goldsmith had been instructed to clear growth which was overhanging walls at a cost of £160.00 + VAT. 

59 Kingston Mills (standing item)

Cllr Martindale reported that she had been asked to cut the first sod with a digger at 3pm on 27th July 2009.  She said that the Preservation Trust had been informed of the time and date so that someone could take a photograph for their photographic record that they will be compiling on the site.

60 Footbridge Working Group

(i) RESOLVED: To note and agree the actions taken at the Footbridge Working Group meeting held on 25th June 2009.

(ii) It was proposed by Cllr Landell Mills and seconded by Cllr Skidmore and with all in favour it was RESOLVED: to approve the spending of £2,000.00 on a model of the footbridge as agreed at the Working Group meeting on the 25th June 2009 and discussed at Full Council on 30th June 2009. 

(iii) It was noted that a public meeting took place in St Margaret’s Hall on Monday 6th July 2009 and that notes were sent with the agenda for this meeting. Cllr Landell Mills reported that notes were very comprehensive and a list of attendees was available very soon after that meeting. She reported that in response to the comments from some members of the public a less skewed bridge was proposed. This meant that the span would be shorter and that consequently the mast could be lower and the bridge as a whole would cost less. Cllr Landell Mills also reported that the Town Clerk had completed a summary of the process of all the work completed on the foot/cycle bridge dating back to 2000. 

(iv) It was noted that the Town Clerk, Jack Konynenburg (Project Manager), Mike Kilmister (Planning Officer, Wiltshire Council), Russell Brown (Conservation Officer from Wiltshire Council), Mark and Sandra Lovell met a representative from English Heritage on 9th July 2009 to discuss the proposal. Cllr Landell Mills reported that the English Heritage representative was pleased with the design, though he had actually favoured a higher mast. He had also suggested moving the bridge, keeping it parallel to its proposed alignment but bringing it closer to the library. This would place the mast more centrally in Kingston Square. He thought this solution more aesthetically pleasing as well as more conducive to pedestrian movement. The officer’s official report was due in any day.

(v) It was noted that the next Working Group meeting was arranged for 16th July 2009 at 10.00am when consideration will be given to making a recommendation to Full Council on 28th July 2009. It was noted that full drawings had not been drawn up yet, as the public consultation was still continuing. It was also noted that Mr Seekings was working on an alternative design for the footbridge. 

Cllr Landell Mills reported that Mr Nicolson had sent a letter in concerning the width of the bridge for cyclists. She reported that another letter had been sent by Mr Lovell to be discussed at the Working Group meeting.

62 Past and Future Awards 2009 

Cllr Landell Mills suggested Mr Seekings in Church Street where they had buried wires underground in Church Street and it had made a vast difference but she realised that this was not part of a planning application which was the usual criteria for a Past and Future Award.
