311. Reports

(i) Cllr Repton announced that she went to the penultimate planning meeting at the District Council. Paperwork would be electronically sent in future to all interim planning committee members. She asked that the Clerk forward the Wiltshire Planning Guidance to all members of the Planning and Town Development Committee.

(ii) Cllr Martindale reported that the tree outside the Fat Fowl was still in need of pruning. She had contacted Jane Cole at Wiltshire Council on several occasions but it still had not been actioned. It was now not the right time as the tree was starting to bud.

(iii) Cllr Landell Mills had traffic concerns about the bus pull-in on Trowbridge Road because the bus was stopping in the middle of the road and not pulling over into the lay-by.

(iv) Cllr Landell Mills had concerns over ‘A’ boards in the town and would be monitoring the situation by taking photographs and report to a future meeting.

(v) Cllr Allison reported that the sign that said Sandy Leaze was rotten and that this matter be reported to CLARENCE.

(vi) Cllr Allison reported that the steps nearest John Rennie Close leading down to the canal were unsafe and loose. This matter to be reported to CLARENCE.

(vii) Cllr Skidmore reported that vandals had entered Christchurch Junior School play area and had destroyed trees. None of the neighbours had seen anything.

(viii) The Chairman reported that he and a disabled friend had visited the town and found it difficult to access quite a few of the shops. This was mainly due to steep steps at the shop entrances. Some shop staff had claimed that they could not install ramps, owing to the listed building status of the building. He had pointed out that listed status did not preclude the use of temporary ramps, which could be provided as and when necessary.  A letter to be sent to the Chamber of Commerce to call the situation to their attention.
