Objection to aspects of W/09/02958/FUL 

This proposal is for a visually very prominent site in the heart of the Conservation Area at Woolley.  It is also a 'local interest building' as identified in the Adopted Conservation Area Character Assessment.  Any proposals for this building and site must therefore pass the PPG15 and Wilts Council policy test of preserving or enhancing the

character and appearance of the Conservation Area.  While aspects of the proposals meet this test, others do not, and therefore in its current form the application should be refused. 

 1.       Those aspects of the proposals that relate to the main house are an improvement over the previous refused application, and the form of the extension is in keeping with others in the Conservation Area.  The proposed elevation of the extension along Woolley Street frontage, would however benefit from being further set back from the existing

building line, so as to make a clear distinction between old and new and also to avoid the present awkward very small set back that is proposed on this visually prominent facade. 

2.      The proposals for the new walls and roofing are ambiguous.  The drawings state 'Bath stone facing' and the application form says 'stone'.  The main walling material for the host building is ashlar.  It is imperative that the walls are of natural Bath stone to match existing, and that the roofing is natural slate.  A condition must be placed on any eventual consent on this site to require this. 

 3.       The proposals for a full height ashlar wall that would connect the historic building to the adjacent poor quality modern flat roof garage are unacceptable.  The proposed arch in the wall is totally out of keeping with the character of the Conservation Area.  In addition The proposed 'greenhouse' has the appearance of a poor quality modern

conservatory, and would be clearly visible in views through the arch from the footpath along Woolley Street.  This proposed structure is out of keeping with the character and appearance of the Conservation Area.   

Conclusion 

While the main proposals for the extension to no. 48 Woolley Street are acceptable, the proposals for the wall and arch along Woolley Street and for the 'greenhouse' would seriously detract from the character and appearance of the Conservation Area.  There is also a lack of clarity regarding the proposed materials for the main building.  The

proposals do not therefore comply with PPG15 or Wilts Council's policies C17, C18 andC19. 

The application must therefore, in its current form, be refused. 

We trust that these views will be taken into account when determining this application.

The Town Council repeats its previous objections from 23/05/06: 

This site is not suitable for development as this area is already very congested. This site should be considered as an employment or industrial site as it has been a stone mine and then mushroom farm for a couple of hundred years. 

The application should be considered in the light of the District Plan that has come into effect since 23/05/06. This seeks to protect employment space from encroachment by housing development in Bradford on Avon.  

If the air shaft is covered it will preclude further use of the mine for mushrooms and result in a loss of jobs. 

Drainage of rain water for run off on Elms Cross is already inadequate. Drainage for nearby neighbours will also be affected. 

Subsidence has already been experienced in Jones Hill. This development could cause subsidence elsewhere in the area.
