27 Economic Development Working Group (standing item)

(i) The minutes from the last meeting, which took place on 28th May 2009, were sent with the agenda. RESOLVED:  To agree the actions taken and noted that the next meeting was scheduled for Thursday 2nd July 2009. 

(ii) A discussion ensued on whether any agenda items should be submitted to Wiltshire Council for the first Area Board meeting to be held on the 8th July 2009.

RESOLVED: That the Mayor will attend the first meeting on the 8th July in St Margaret’s Hall with a statement of projects requiring funding from Wiltshire Council. These projects include:

(i) Priority for People in Bradford on Avon and the villages – It is understood that an application for funding was to be lodged for the Historic Core Zone initiative, and the other initiatives will submit applications in due course.

(ii) Economic Development Consultant - £6,000.00 shortfall due to the demise of the Five Towns Initiative Scheme run by West Wiltshire District Council.

(iii) Footbridge – Up-date on current situation following the public consultation enclose some leaflets.

(iv) Arts Co-Ordinator funding required from September 2009.

(v) Town Plan for Bradford on Avon. Funding required.

The Mayor will also say that Bradford on Avon Town Council will be happy to have various functions delegated to them and hope that the new Area Board will consider this.

(iii) Cllr Allison asked what was happening with the hospital site. Cllr Landell Mills advised that the planning application had been agreed but that the provider of the healthcare had yet to be agreed.

(iv) Cllr Landell Mills reported that she thought the Festival Gardens was full of weeds and needed a good sort out with a long-term planting strategy.
