Minutes – It was RESOLVED to accept the minutes for Tuesday 2nd June 2009 as a true and correct record. 

18.
Declarations of Interest 


Cllr Martindale – familiar with the cycle route.

Cllr Hewson declared an interest in item 11a) owners of Barton Farm are know to him.

19.
Matters Arising 
Minute 5 (i) Light in Walkway leading to the swimming pool – It was noted that this 

light is now in operation. 

20.
Members of the Public to Address the Committee

The meeting was adjourned and standing orders suspended to accept questions or comments from members of the public in accordance with Standing Order 70.

Mr Jones reported to the members his concerns on the condition of the path beneath the railway line in the country park, boards are rotten and very dank and wet.  He also reported that the light at the bottom of the Station Car Park had been vandalised and was not working making the area unsafe for late night walkers.  It was agreed that the clerk contact Clarence to report the faulty light and inform them of the poor condition of the path.

Climate Friendly - Richard Craft reported to the members that Climate Friendly had applied for a grant of £200,000 from British Gas which would enable Bradford on Avon to make progress in becoming carbon neutral by 2050. It was agreed that the Mayor would write a letter from the Mayor on behalf of the Council in support of Climate Friendly Bradford’s application to British Gas. 

Cycle Network – Richard Craft distributed plans of the proposed cycle network.  Cllr Martindale thanked Richard Craft and Laura Gosling for their work on the plans. A copy of the latest proposal was distributed at the meeting.  It is intended that a presentation will take place in the library. There are still problems with the uphill routes from the Town Centre to Winsley Road  It is hoped that this will be resolved in time for the adaptation of the route by Spring 2010.

Gerald Milward Oliver reported on item 6 – Kingston Mills informing members that there was a programme of Stake Holder meetings up to 2011.  The next meeting is  October 12th .  

21. Kingston Mills – Construction Traffic Management Plan  The plan had been circulated to members prior to the meeting.  The Chairman welcomed this as an indication of progress on the site.  She asked members for their views and comments to be sent via email or hard copy to Bradford on Avon Town Council Office and they would the be forwarded onto GMO for the Stake Holders meeting.

Community Safety

i) Community Safety – Sgt Berrett reported that significantly improvements had been made on their priority list over the summer period. Crime figures from April ’09 to August ’09 in the Bradford area were down by 23 even though this now included Staverton.

Pubwatch – He reported that Pubwatch had been successfully re-established and that ‘police role’ was completed.

Sgt Berrett had been working with Ellie Townsend with regard to enforcement of fines on HGV’s offending the Town Bridge weight restriction. Cllr Hewson reported that a presentation of HGV weight and width clarification would be discussed at the next Area Board Meeting on September 30th by Spencer Drinkwater.

Traffic and Transport Matters

i)
Community Area Highway Information – the 2nd Edition of the Highway Information Pack was noted.

ii)
Workshops – GMO reported that the Core Zone and Safer Communities Group were working well.  The Core Zone ‘Brief’ had been submitted to tender and Consultants have been selected by Wiltshire Council.  GMO reported that the Priority for People website had now been superseded by a ‘Blog’ site.  The funding for Workshops would be discussed at the next Area Board Meeting.
iii) Parking Controls in Bradford on Avon – noted.  Concerns had been expressed about the changes in Woolley Street. Cllr Hewson was expecting a report from Peter Harris (Wiltshire Council) and he would report this back to the Town Management Committee.

iv) Bradford on Avon Cycle Network –

a)  a discussion took place about the routes proposed in and around Bradford on Avon.  It was proposed by Cllr Hewson and seconded by Cllr Martindale and with all in favour that the Town Council recommends that the Town Council support the Wiltshire Council proposals for BOA Cycle network and recommend that they are put forward to Full Council on September 29th, for consideration to go to Public Consultation, subject to further investigation for suitable routes in particular the routes to the north west of the town. 

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk contact the local bus company to enquire if it would be feasible to transport bikes by way of a cycle rack up Market Street to the top of town.  Richard Craft would also consult with the Safer Community Group about this.

b) Photographs of proposed sites for cycle racks had been circulated with the agenda. Cllr Martindale suggested that additional bike stands by the Scribbling Horse.  This was supported by Cllr Allison.  This was RESOLVED that the clerk write to Steve Corbin to agree in principle with the locations suggested with the addition of the ones by the Scribbling Horse. It was noted that new bike stands would have to fit in with the other street furniture in the Core Zone.  Laura Gosling confirmed that Steve Corbin was aware of the Core Zone plans.

v) Consultation on Proposals for Harmonisation of Concessionary Travel – noted.  It was RESOLVED that Cllr Martindale inform the Senior Citizen Forum of the changes and that she would request that the questionnaire attached could be completed by some of their members and forward replies to Passenger Transport at Wiltshire Council with their comments.

vi)
Local Transport Plan Safety Scheme – Bradford on Avon Area Board 2003-2010. The LTP list for supported and non supported schemes had been circulated with the agenda.  A discussion took place.   It was proposed to add the following locations to the ‘Supported’ list for inclusion.:

· A pedestrian crossing near the Lock Inn

· Crossing in Newtown for pupils walking down Wine Street and the Well Close footpath

· A pedestrian crossing opposite Abbeyfield House on the Trowbridge Road

· A pedestrian crossing on the Frome Road near Westview Preschool

· Traffic calming measures for Whitehill 

· A crossing on Bath Road (Bath Road already on the supported list for traffic management) but additional safety measures to be looked at in this area 

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to Wiltshire Council to confirm the support of the Town Council for the ‘Supported’ list and that the above locations should be included.  


Cllr Hewson informed members that Spencer Drinkwater would be attending the next Area Board where he would be indicating the criteria needed for prioritising the Traffic issues on the Local Transport Scheme Supported list.

24. Development Gain through the 106 Agreement – Saxon Garage roundabout -  a reply from Transport Development Services was noted informing members that this case was still in the hands of the Council’s Solicitors.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk inform Unitary Councillor Rosemary Brown of this reply.

25. Climate Friendly – Richard Craft informed members that the next meeting was scheduled for Wednesday 2nd September.  He hoped that the Carbon Neutral declaration would be discussed at the next Full Council meeting on 29th September. 

26.
Pedestrian Safety

a) Footpaths –there were no problems on the North side of Bradford on Avon.  Photographs of Footpath 16 in the South were circulated with the agenda.   Malcolm Walsh informed members that Paul Milward was the new Wiltshire Rights of Way Officer for the area and he had already been informed of the obstruction at Barton Farm.  It was RESOLVED that the clerk write to Paul Millard to support the request from the Town Council for further investigation. 

b) Pedestrian Safety Issues close to Abbeyfield House on Trowbridge Road – a reply was noted from Mr Creedy (Wiltshire Council’s Principal Transport Planner) letter dated 11th August ‘ 09 informing members that the request for pedestrian safety improvements in this location will be assessed and put forward for consideration as a future integrated transport scheme, however potential schemes need to be prioritized and therefore the assessment may not lead to the implementation of a particular scheme as other competing requests may have a higher priority.    

c) Parish Improvement Grants - Malcolm Walsh informed members that he had received written consent from two out of the three land owners, whose land has old footpath styles on their land who meet the criteria required for possible replacement of new wooden styles available via the Wiltshire Parish Grant Scheme.  It was RESOLVED that the clerk informs Paul Broadstock (Countryside Access Development Officer) of the agreement received from Mr Seely and Mr Hillier (land owners) and to progress further with the application for the Parish Grant Scheme. 

27.
Parish Steward - 
i) A363 overgrown hedges – it was noted that the overgrown vegetation along this road had been cut back by the Parish Steward.  The Parish Steward had notified that owners along this road to manage the overgrown vegetation in future.
ii) To note any jobs for the Parish Steward. –  Cllr Martindale asked that the Clerk inform the Parish Clerk to only spray weeds near the ground and not on the natural algae that grows on the walls.

Cllr Martindale had received a letter from a Mrs Dicker expressing her concern about the condition of the Llewellyn Palmer recreation ground. It was agreed that the clerk forward the letter to the Lewellyn Palmer Trust.

Cllr Martindale reported that there had been an unpleasant smell lingering over Bradford on Avon for several days .  The Clerk informed the members that the Environmental Department at Wiltshire Council enquires had been made and had contacted the land owner.  The problem has been already resolved.

Cllr Hewson reported that the next Area Board had been set for 30th September to be held at Limpley Stoke Village Hall.  Cllr Hewson will arrange for a copy of the Draft Agenda and it will be circulated.  He advised that funding would be given for specific projects.
