Matters Arising

Cotswold Voluntary Warden – It was noted that a reply received from the Co-ordinator for Cotswold Conservation Board is in the process of collating volunteers to visit areas within the Cotswold National Park and subsequently will be in contact with BOATC in the near future.

It had been expected that Don Hinde from New Road Residents Group would attend the meeting, but he did not do so.  However a letter from him had been circulated and Cllr Hewson referred to this, in particular the Sec 106; monies from the Saxon Garage development which should provide a roundabout.  Cllr Hewson informed the committee that there was a ‘5 year window’ in which this money could be spent.  It was now Year 2.  It was RESOLVED to write to WCC with a view to earlier implementation of safety measures before the due date of 2011.

42 Traffic and Transport Matters

(i) Workshops – Gerald Milward Oliver gave a brief resumé of the workshops held in October.  As a result of the ‘Taming of the Traffic’ leaflet survey he had received 740 replies, 12% of the total, of which 90% of respondents  included comments, some included maps and letters in addition to just ‘ticking the boxes’.  It was noted that statistics from St Laurence School showed that 50% of  students walk to school, 25% travel to school by bus and 22% by car.  More than 70% from Fitzmaurice School walk to school.  Christchurch school did not supply any figures. It was RESOLVED to write to Christchurch and invite them to attend the next Traffic workshop.

GMO informed members that the workshop meetings held at Cumberwell in November had been informative and productive. Possible ideas of creating a ‘Core Zone’ reflecting Historic Towns, was suggested.  GMO commented  that a Core Zone would have elements of shared space, and on entering would indicate to traffic and pedestrians alike that they were entering a different space where rules of the road would change for both. Allan Creedy (WCC) had expressed a positive response commenting that this idea might  qualify from a Regeneration Funding as well as Highway funding.   

(ii) Home Zones -  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk should chase a response from Allan Creedy (WCC) in response to letter from BOATC supporting residents concerns on traffic calming measures, as indicated in the signed petition accompanying the letter,  and how these issues might be resolved within Christchurch Road. 

(iii) Report from BOCAT – Godfrey Marks congratulated GMO on his work so far with the Traffic Workshops. He commented on the Taming of the Traffic survey and reiterated his support for an Origin and Destination study.  

a) HGV’s on the bridge – Approximately 10 Letters from alleged offending HGV companies were noted.

b) Andrew Murrison – Conservative MP for Westbury – Mr Murrison’s letter in response to HGV letters sent to offending companies was noted.

v) Travel Plans 
a) Copies of Travel plans from Fitzmaurice and St Laurence were noted and had been forwarded to the ‘Taming the Traffic’ project.  

b) It was RESOLVED that the Chairman/Clerk contact Christchurch to invite them to forward a copy of their most recent Travel Plan as it was necessary involvement for the ‘Taming of the Traffic’ survey.  
vi) St Margarets’s Street Railway Bridge – It was RESOLVED that the Clerk seek a reply from Result Marketing, to ask if temporary parking spaces could be provided elsewhere in the town while work was being carried out on kerb alignment in St Margaret’s Street.

vii) Road Closure – It was noted that the road closure of Whitehill had been completed.

Street Lighting and Furniture - 

i) Street Lighting requests – 

a) Light in Walkway leading up to swimming pool – It was noted that the Clerk was still awaiting permission by a Way Leave agreement from the owner of the Riverside Inn before a work order could be placed with Mouchel.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk chase and keep members informed.

Light Leading up from Scout Hut to the back of Regent Place – It was noted that Peter Edwards from Mouchel (WCC Contractor) is confirming the status of the highway in this area. It was RESOLVED that Clerk and Cllr Hewson liase with each other in their emails regarding this.

Power supply request in library car park – 

a)  The Chairman informed TM committee that a work order had been placed and would hopefully be completed this side of Christmas.  It was RESOLVED that the clerk chase.

a) Tree Report for Beech tree and two Chestnut trees in Victory Field – It was noted that the ultra scan sound testing on the tree was imminent and to await the results of the findings.
b) Avonfield Garden Centre – It was noted that a letter from BOATC had been forwarded to Mr Vincent owner of the garden centre to ask him to confirm what exactly he was going to plant and specifically where, preferably indicating with a map. 

c) Application of 96 Licence request by Mr Vincent – The Chairman asked the committee for their permission for delegated power to be given to the Clerk in consultation with the Chairman to obtain a 96 Licence.  It was agreed by all members.

Pedestrian Safety
a) Kerbs

i) Dropped Kerb in Frome Road - Letter from WCC for proposed location of two dropped kerbs in the Frome Road was noted.  It was RESOLVED that the clerk arrange with Andy Cadwallader (WCC) to arrange a site visit, with two Councillors.  Councillors’ expressed concerns that in view of the Coal Wharf development WCC should be aware of the positioning of the dropped kerbs.

ii) Provision of pedestrian crossing in Silver Street as per S106 agreement for the Kingston Mills development – Letter from Ian Postlethwaite was noted.  

iii)
Correspondence from Mr Newman regarding Road Safety Issues in Newtown 

were noted.  Gerald Milward Oliver requested a copy of the email. Cllr Hewson asked that BOATC should support these issues in the first instance.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to WCC enclosing a copy or Mr Newman’s correspondence.   

Footpaths
i) Footpath 35 – Noted.  It was RESOLVED that Malcolm Walsh send the clerk a copy of a report of the incident where members of public were challenged when walking through this footpath, being deterred by gates impending the thoroughfare.  Cllr Fisher proposed that the Clerk write to Steve Leonard (WCC Rights of Way Officer) once the report had been received from M Walsh.  

ii) Other footpath concerns – Malcolm Walsh expressed his concern of the loose handrail at the top end of the flight of steps where it joins Tory. It was RESOLVED that the clerk contact Clarence to report this. 

iii) Wine Street Terrace footpath – GMO reported his concerns about the imminent re-surfacing of this footpath with tarmac.  He expressed his concerns about such surfacing in a conservation area.  It was RESOLVED that GMO would ask his neighbours opinions, has it has implications of changing the character of such an area.  It was RESOLVED that the clerk write to WCC to ask what the policy for covering of footpaths was in a conservation area.
